■ You must be a member of the Class of 2012. 
 

■ It is not required that you locate in any specific city after graduation to be 
eligible. It is intended to reward your undergraduate or graduate work and 
encourage your future endeavors wherever you might go. 

 
Awards will only be conferred to students who maintain a good academic standing with 
the School of Drama.
